How much does solar cost in Kentucky?

Solar is priced by the watt and costs will vary based on your system's type and size. In Kentucky,the cost for

installation is around $2.11 - $2.58/watt. The size of the average residential system falls between 4 kW

(4,000W) and 8 kW (8,000W). Given the average installation cost,those systems cost roughly

$11,500-$14,100 respectively.
